Demanding safety on and off the court, stressing fundamentals, sportsmanship, creating a fun and
challenging environment and excelling at the highest levels makes Treasure Coast Volleyball one of the
top clubs in the state.

TCVB History

Treasure Coast Volleyball is a non-profit organization operated by a 6 person board. A director,
financial comptroller, web editor, travel co-coordinator and gym director assist in organizing a
well operated club. A web site was created to promote an information guide for the volleyball
community, and aide in practice scheduling, hotel and tournament information. The web site is
www.tevb.net .

Coach Marty Bielicki took the first Treasure Coast Volleyball team to a tournament in 1988.
Today, there are 10 teams with about 100 players in the club.

In 1989, Doug Erickson became Treasure Coast's first official director. Between 1990 and
1994, Rick Ferrante, then head coach of Port St. Lucie High School, conducted the club. From
1995 through 2001 two parents took over the club, Randy Milan-Williams and Vinny Piazza.

Their un-ending devotion and vision kept Treasure Coast Juniors alive. In 2001, Martin County High
School's head volleyball coach, Marty Bielicki, was appointed director of Treasure Coast Volleyball club
and helped the club grow in depth, coaching and team success through the 2006 season.

Mike Sawtelle, the varsity volleyball coach at Jensen Beach High School has been elected by the board
as the Director for the 2008-2009 season.

Stephanie Skidmore, the varsity volleyball coach at South Fork High School has been elected by the
board as the Director for the 2009-2010 season.

Ron Jacobs, the varsity volleyball coach at South Fork High School is the latest of coaches to be voted
on by the board to be Director for the 2011-2012 season.

Girls’ volleyball season in high school lasts for about two months in the fall. Most teams that win the
State Championship are teams with club players.

Club volleyball is nation wide and was designed to train and motivate athletes to excel in all aspects of
this fast pace game. Club ball usually starts organizing teams in November and can last as much as seven
months with two to three practices a week. Weekend tournaments are held at all age levels. Venues for
tournaments can be local, state-wide and nationally held with over 500 teams playing on any given
weekend.

TREASURE COAST VOLLEYBALL TENTATIVE TUITIONS AND FEES

All players must secure transportation to playing sites. All age groups must room with a
parent. Players must be available for the coach’s team meetings throughout the
weekend, therefore, it is STRONGLY RECOMMENDED that ALL players stay in the
team hotel to facilitate meeting attendance. *

Out of State Tournaments:

We will provide all players with team rooms. Players must secure transportation

to hotel and playing sites. Airfare, if required, is player responsibility. Players must also
remember to bring meal money. TCVB has made the decision to avoid booking
transportation in order to allow parents to use their airline miles, to travel with their
daughters, and to save money.

Policies:

All players will have curfew every night. Players are not allowed to leave the room after
curfew unless it is an emergency in which case they will call the coach’s mobile phone or
proceed directly to the coach’s room and knock on his/her door. Prior to curfew, players
will always travel in small groups, never alone. Drugs, tobacco, and alcohol are of course
strictly forbidden. Players caught with the above will meet with staff and their parents to
determine the course of action. Punishments will be swift and firm. TCVB will adhere to
the Code of Conduct required by the Florida Region of USAV.

TREASURE COAST VOLLEYBALL
PARENT/PLAYER CODE OF CONDUCT

Playing Time: It is earned and at the discretion of the coach; it is reasonable to speculate that
playing time may be distributed more liberally at the lower levels.

Viewing practices: Parents are asked to stay in areas designated for viewing.

Attending matches: Impromptu conferences with coaches are forbidden; all spectators are asked
to avoid berating referees; players will communicate well in advance concerning any missed
practices or conflicts.

Payment: Players whose account is delinquent will be withheld from play and practice.

Attendance: Attendance is required. Since match play is solely up to the discretion of the head
coach, playing time may be affected by poor attendance.

Multi-Sport Athletes: Will be handled on an individual case basis. Athletes on all teams will be
expected to attend all practices unless cleared by the head coach.

Negativity and Poor Sportsmanship: All staff, players, and spectators will avoid harsh criticism,
extreme negativity, and displays of poor sportsmanship throughout the process.

Event Behavior: Players will support other TCVB teams participating at an event; no player will
leave until entire team is dismissed after last match or officiating duty.

Travel Behavior: Players will avoid any conduct that is illegal or immoral; players and families
will attend and support all team meetings and functions; players will heed curfew and
appropriate public behavior. Any deviation from the above will necessitate parent contact and
possible dismissal from the event.

TCVB will adhere to the Code of Conduct required by the Florida Region of USAV. Players
agreed to abide by this as part of registration with USAV.

* Please note that in the case of a player being dismissed for any
of the above violations, all money collected will be nonrefundable.

10 Guidelines for Being a Positive Player/Parent

. Cheer your player on, be supportive of her, but do it without judging her, the
coach, or teammates.

. Many things will aggravate you that do not even faze your player. Do not
make something into an issue if it is not an issue.

. Encourage your child to seek her own answers. Coaches respect players
who come to them and privately question their playing time or role; it
immediately indicates they want more.

. Understand the rules of the game and the coach’s philosophy. Substituting in
volleyball has consequences.

. Do your physical part as a parent. Get your child to practice on time and pick
her up promptly. Demonstrating responsibility and commitment can be
incredibly effective.

. Positions and talent sometimes do not match up. Coaches attempt to do
what is best for the team, putting the best physical mix and the best
“‘chemistry” on the floor. That may mean that sometimes your daughter may
be playing out of position in an attempt to “strengthen” the team. A positive
spin by you can go a long way in helping your child adjust to a new role. Stay
positive, and maybe your child will flourish.

. If you have real concerns, and your player has attempted unsuccessfully to
work things out with the coach on her own, schedule a meeting with the
coach and have your child attend with you (you may not be hearing the whole
story — a common occurrence). If you are trying to resolve a problem, help
your player by being a role model in the problem solving procedure.

. Never approach a coach with complaints after a tough game. Wait and
schedule a visit after everyone cools off. Most coaches are highly
competitive, and just like players, do not like to be confronted after tough
games.

. Please think before criticizing anyone connected with your daughter’s club or
team. Criticism is contagious and often hurtful. The damage you do could be
irreversible.

10. Visibly show that you enjoy watching your child perform; this will make her

feel better about individual participation, no matter what the role is.
